Eduardo Tovar Lopez came and spoke 
to us about Sustainable Farming, right 
up on Cabot Street at Moranine 
Farm. Born in Mexico now living in 
Beverly. 
His company is New Entry which pro-
motes sustainable farming with train-
ing and resources to raise organic or 
sustainable farming practices. 

They specialize in training new farm-
ers and use the tagline “We Don’t 
Grow Tomatoes, we Grow Farmers”. 
They act as an incubator farm with 
20+ acres at Moraine Farm. They also 
offer CSA shares to people in the 
community. 

They are funded in part by TUFTS Uni-
versity agricultural initiatives. They are 

alos promoting special license 
plates featuring farm goods. 

They partner with local organi-
zation such as ROOT for organic 
farming choices, as well as a 
number of restaurants. 

They work with schools such as 
Glen Urqhart and Boston Public 
Schools. They are pursuing a 
partnership with Beverly Schools 
at this point.
