Grace Martins spends her time 
working in India, working with 
women and girls to stop them from 
entering into the human traffick-
ing world. Grace described a typi-
cal day in the slums where there is 
a lot of manipulation of the poor 
to get young girls to become part 
of the Red Light District, as in India, 
women are seen as having no value, 
compared to men who are treated 
very well.
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Grace is trying to raise $7900 to begin a new round of nursing assistant 
training (which will train 20 women). The idea is to give women skills where 
they can gain employment and not need to enter into the world of prosti-
tution and human trafficking.The $ would include, food, education material, 
rent for a building, registered nurses to teach, bus travel expenses and a 
stipend for the women. Grace has trained 23 women so far. The program 
normally last 3 months and these up front costs would be less for the 
next round once the materials, space etc are paid for. The process/program 
could easily be replicated.
